Getting ready for the ORI

     It is amazing how quickly time passes around here!  In April I will have been your
Command Chief for three years already.  During that time we’ve seen the Wing and our
great Airmen excel at every opportunity, so much that it has almost come to be expected.
Expected?  Definitely, and why?  Because excellence is our culture.  “Excellence in all
we do” is one of our core values.   “To be an organization of excellence” is one of our
Iowa National Guard Visions.  “Excellence – Striving to be excellent in all we do, always”
is one of BG Orr’s principles of command.  We live that way, we train that way, and we
fight that way.  Not only do our Airmen never back down from a challenge, they thrive at
the opportunity, because they are fearless leaders they see challenges as opportunities to
excel.
     October will bring another opportunity to excel – our Operational Readiness Inspection.
We will again demonstrate our ability to execute our mission in an excellent manner, this
time under the Air Combat Command microscope.  There are some areas on base that are
more heavily involved than others, but make no mistake, every Airman is involved.  If
you are unsure of your role in this important inspection, ask your supervisor.  Besides our
normal AFSC taskings, Airmen from across the base will be involved with a multitude of
additional duties on specialized teams in support of mobilizing and deploying our weapons
systems.

Effective,  Monday, 1 March 2010, in order to bring the 132 FW
compliant with AFI 33-111, all existing voice systems and new
systems will transition to a seven-digit intra-base dialing plan
correlating to the seven-digit commercial telephone numbers
assigned to the base. Due to an unavailability of commercial
telephone numbers, the 132 FW must change the current 3-digit
dialing prefix from 256-8xxx to 261-8xxx.
     Our DSN telephone numbers will be changed to coincide with
the commercial telephone numbers, so our DSN and commercial
telephone numbers will be the same (261-8xxx).  The current DSN

prefix (256) will remain active for 30days following the 7-digit
dialing conversion.  Please pass this on to your Drill Status
Guardsmen, contacts, change business cards, update e-mail
signature blocks, etc. to reflect the upcoming change.  Once the
256 DSN prefix has been disabled, callers may receive an out of
service message or they may be connected to another unit that has
had the 256 prefix assigned to them.
911 and Base Paging services will not be affected by this
upgrade.  They will remain 3-digit dial.
     Services will be affected during and after the upgrade for short
periods of time, with the exception of Voicemail, which will
experience longer outages.  All-call announcements will be made
prior to the outages.

Think Before You Drink : Base Alcohol Policy

     Before you open your first beer after a hard day of work, don’t
forget that there is an alcohol policy in place that governs your
actions.
     Members will not consume alcohol:
1.  If the member is under the age of 21.  Under age members who
violate this provision are subject to criminal prosecution under the
state laws of Iowa and are subject to unit disciplinary action.
Members who provide alcohol to minors are also subject to criminal
prosecution and unit disciplinary action.
2.  Within 8 hours of reporting for duty or while on duty; under no
circumstances shall an individual report for duty while under the
influence.
3.  When the mission requirements dictate.
4.  When in uniform off military property-except for official
organized events such as dining outs, military association events,
and military weddings.
5.  Within 12 hours of operating a government motor vehicle or
while operating any motor vehicle.

6.  When restricted by the commander.
     Substance abuse or excessive drinking is considered conduct
unbecoming and members who violate this policy will be subject
to disciplinary action.
     All alcohol purchases for consumption on base shall be made
through the Base Service Club which provides the liability
insurance necessary to protect you, the base and the State.  Any
alcohol purchased at the Base Exchange is for off base consumption
only.  Commanders executing unit events on base during which
alcohol is served must ensure the promotion of the responsible
consumption of alcohol in the publicity, promotion, and execution
of their events. For such events, reference or publicity regarding
the availability or amount of alcohol is prohibited.
     On special occasions and with the approval of the unit
commander, sections may have parties or social gatherings.  In
these situations, after duty hour drinking within a given work center
(excluding those classified as an industrial work area) is allowed.
Work center hours for social gatherings shall be the same as Base
Service Club hours.
