Thank you for your interest in flying with the 124
th

 Fighter Squadron of the Iowa Air National Guard.  If you meet the 

requirements and choose to apply for an Undergraduate Pilot Training (UPT) spot, you will be competing for a fiscal year 

2013 position.   

 

To apply, you must meet the following minimum requirements: 

 

1. Four year college degree (Bachelors) 

2. GPA of at least 2.1 

3. AFOQT scores of; Pilot – 25, Navigator – 10, Academic Aptitude – No Minimum, Verbal – 15, Quantitative – 10 

4. Enter flying training before reaching 30 years of age (military candidates may receive a waiver) 

5. Physically able to pass the military entry physical and Flying Class 1 physical 

6. Mentally and morally qualified 

7. United States Citizen 

8. Height between 64” – 76” (sitting height of 34” – 39”) 

9. Capable of obtaining and maintaining a Top Secret security clearance – Primarily clean criminal record, financial 

record (not too much debt), driving record, no substance abuse, all around good person. 

 

Your application must consist of: 

 

1. Cover letter 

2. Resume consisting of a chronological statement of military/civilian experience and education 

3. Official transcripts of all college work 

4. Minimum of 3 letters of recommendation 

5. AFOQT scores

Your application packet will be reviewed by a screening board to ensure you meet the minimum requirements.  You will 

then be ranked among the other applicants and only the most qualified applicants will be eligible for an interview.  You 

must personally visit the unit so the Squadron pilots have an opportunity to meet you and get to know you before an 

invitation to interview will be extended.  One drill weekend is sufficient to meet this requirement.  Thank you for your 

interest in the Iowa Air National Guard.
