1.1. Aptitude:

1.1.1. Mechanical, administrative, general, or electronic (MAGE) aptitude scores derived from the Armed Forces
Vocational Aptitude Battery or Armed Forces Classification Test.

1.1.2. Strength aptitude codes are reflected in Column X and identify strength standards required for entry into each
AFSC. Strength aptitude is defined in AFI 36-2101, Classifying Military Personnel (Officer and Enlisted) and
testing procedures for retrainees are outlined in AF1 36-2626, Airman Retraining Program.
